An ordinance amending the Floodplain Management Code of Clallam County, 
Chapter 32.01.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF CLALLAM COUNTY COMMISSIONERS: 

Section 1. Section 32.01.140(2) of the Clallam County Floodplain 
Management Code is amended to read as follows: 

Section 32.01.140 Provisions for Flood Hazard Protection Floodways. In 
floodways, the following provisions apply:

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The placement, construction, reconstruction or substantial improvement 
of any structure is prohibited. Work done on structures to comply with existing 
health, sanitary or safety codes or to structures identified as historic places 
shall be allowed. 

Section 2. The Board has determined that this amendment is in the best 
@ interest of the public health, safety and welfare. 

Section 3. This ordinance shall become effective ten days after adoption. 
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
